PHNOM PENH – CHAMBOK VILLAGE (B, L)

are provided  by the guide. Lunch at a local restaurant. Afterwards you can Pick from a variety of activities in the

afternoon, such as a bike tour around the village, a ride in an oxcart to the waterfall, a trekking tour to the 

waterfall and many more.  Check with the guide for more information and additional costs. Late afternoon departure

for Phnom Penh and drop off at the hotel. Dinner at you own arrangement and cost.
