Day - 2 Hanoi

HANOI CITY TOUR (B, L)

Begin the morning with a visit to the Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum to hear about the man 
who led Vietnam’s campaign for independence from French colonial rule. After
dedicating his life to the liberation of his country from foreign rule, Ho Chi Minh died in 1969 
and his body was preserved for posterity. Continue to the Quan Thanh Temple which is 
dedicated to the Gods to protect the north of the city and afterwards visit another 11th 
century relic, the Temple of Literature, which was built in homage to the Chinese 
scholar Confucius. Stop at the University of Vietnam built in 1076 and then the Hoa Lo
(Hanoi Hilton) prison. After lunch visit the Ethnology Museum which focuses on the 54 
officially recognised ethnic groups in Vietnam. This is also the biggest and the most 
interesting museum in Vietnam. Enjoy a cycle ride afterwards through the busting Old 
Quarter, visit the Lake of the Returned Sword and Ngoc Son Temple at the late 
evening of the day
