Their religion was

primarily derived from Indian Hinduism. You reach Hoi An in the afternoon. From the 16th to 18th centuries, the city

was a thriving international commercial port for Chinese, Dutch, French, Japanese, Portuguese and Arabic traders

and was renowned for its high grade silk and ceramics which are still produced in the area. Enjoy a relaxing

overnight stay in Hoi An.
